Meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by co-chair Jim Young.  In attendance were Paul Koller, Scott Win-
ter, Adam Tooke, Jim Young, Diane Cannistra, Matt Tooke & Jennie Miller via conference call 

 

IAAO Course 112 will be offered on Aug 8th-12th and hosted by Steve Miner at the Wauwatosa City Hall, it is 
approved for both Assessor & Appraisal credits 

 

For the fall 2011 IAAO course; we will be offering the newly revamped Course 300; Introduction to Mass Ap-
praisal.  This course is now approved for Assessor & Appraiser credits.  It will be held in the City of West Allis 
council chambers during the week of October 24th thru the 28th.

USPAP contains 
standards for all types of appraisal services. Stan dards are included for real estate, per-
sonal property, business and mass appraisal.  
 
The Financial Institutions Reform, Recovery and Enf orcement Act of 1989 recognizes US-
PAP as the generally accepted appraisal standards a nd requires USPAP compliance for ap-
praisers in federally related transactions. State A ppraiser Certification and Licensing 
Boards; federal, state, and local agencies, apprais al services; and appraisal trade associa-
tions require compliance with USPAP.
